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Appendix 2 — Basis of quantified estimates (including assumptions)

A2.1 Costing of Sub-option B1 (registration of new cats at 3 months of
age with annual registration from 1% of July 2009)

A2.1.1 The extent of cat ownership amongst concession card holders and non-holders
of concession cards

In order to calculate the cost of registering cats in South Australia under Sub-option
B1, estimation is made in regards to the proportion of cats owned by both concession
and non-concession card holders. In order to estimate the proportion of the cat
population falling under the category of concession card holders, two representative
groups are considered, namely, those falling under the age pension group or the
disability and support pension group. Estimates available from the Australian Bureau
of Statistics show an increase in the proportion of the combined amount of these two
groups as a percentage the total population of South Australia by 1.55%''* (from
15.13% to 15.36%) between 2001/02 and 2002/03 - and by 1.41%'" (from 15.36% to
15.58%) between 2002/03 and 2003/04. Therefore, the increase in the proportion of
concession card holders as a percentage of the total population is assumed to be 1.5%
per annum as shown in Table A2.1.

In 2008/09 the population of South Australia is projected to be 1,555,100 and given
that in 2005/06 that there were approximately 13 cats for every 100 people''” in South
Australia, this would make the total cat population in the state equal to:

SA cat population 2008/09 = 1,555,100/100 x 13 = 190,628

Furthermore, in order to accommodate for a trend decline in cat numbers (i.e. average
annual decline in cat numbers between 2000/01 and 2005/06 of 1.1%'') - cat
numbers are adjusted downwards on the previous year by 1.1% per annum, as shown
in Table A2.1

In order to establish the annual increase in cat numbers, the number of non-de-sexed
cats for concession card holders and non-holders of concession cards is estimated (see
Table A2.2). For the purpose of this estimation the following assumptions are made:

A2.1.3 Fee cost of annually registering new cats at 3 months of age and existing cats
(born 2009/10 onwards) for concession card holders and non-holders of concession
cards

Whilst it is acknowledged that there would be further discounts provided for owners
who register animals that are: de-sexed; micro-chipped; or trained — such discounts
would be voluntary in nature with the extent being unknown/unquantifiable.
Therefore, apart from the concession card holder discount, other discounts have not
been considered in the overall estimation of registration costs. The average
registration fee has been extrapolated from dog registration fees for South Australia
and is equal to $40 for the 2007/2008 financial year. The fee for concession card
holders is 50% of the registration fee or $20 for the 2007/2008 financial year.
However cat registration fees are considered to constitute only 75% of the effective
dog registration fees (i.e. $30 for non-concession and $15 for concession in the
2007/2008 financial year). This is because the management of cats is less costly (e.g.
cats are less dangerous, easier to handle, etc). Finally, both the concession and non-
concession fees would need to be incremented by 3.5% to take into account
inflationary and therefore increasing cost pressures over time, providing the following
schedule of concession and non-concession registration fees, as shown in Table A2.3.

By noting that on average a non-de-sexed female cat will have 2 lots of 4 kittens per
annum (i.e. 8 kittens per annum) the number of annual registrations for concession
card holders and non-holders of concession cards is calculated, as shown in Table
A2.4. The estimates are adjusted for the fact that 2 of the 69 councils in South
Australia already utilise by-laws in order to impose the mandatory registration of cats.
Whilst it is unlikely that the distribution of cats is evenly divided between councils it
is nonetheless assumed for the purpose of estimation and obtaining more, rather than
less, accurate figures.

A2.1.4 Transaction costs of annually registering new cats at 3 months of age and
existing cats (born 2009/10 onwards) for concession card holders and non-holders of
concession cards

The average hourly wage rate is used as a de facto measurement in order to cost the
time involved in registering a new cat at 3 months of age. The average hourly wage
rate for any given year (assuming a 40hr work week) is taken from the estimates for
full-time average weekly total adult earnings in South Australia which is $1,065 per
week in 2007/08'** (see Table A2.6). Furthermore, the estimates for full-time average
weekly total adult earnings in South Australia have been incremented by 4.33% per
annum which was the average annual increase in weekly earnings between 1995/96 to

Furthermore, it is assumed that the registration form will involve either hardcopy
documentation with submission through the mail or in person at a council (50% of all
new cat registrations) or a softcopy document to be submitted on line (50% of all new
cat registrations). In each case, it is assumed that filling out a hardcopy or softcopy
document is the same and entails 5 minutes of a person’s time.

With regards to the logistical cost of making a payment by cat owners, it is assumed
that registration fees are either paid by mail at a council or electronically via the
internet. In regards to a postal payment or a payment in person, it is assumed that an
average of 30 minutes is required. It is assumed that payments made electronically
via the internet take only 5 minutes.

The amount of annual transaction cost involved in registering a new cat and paying
the associated registration fee for is calculated as the following weighted sum:

A2.1.5 Incremental cost of cat identification under Sub-option Blin 2008/09 dollars —
as compared to the ‘base case’

Registration is considered to only be feasible if cats are identified. In the base case it
is assumed that 20% of cats that would need to be registered are already identified by
way of collar and tags (15% of cats) or microchips (5% of cats). It is assumed that
collars are replaced 3 times during the lifetime of a cat (i.e. once every 5 years) as are
tags (typically plastic) at a cost of $5 each. It is also assumed that under Sub-option
B1 that all remaining cats would have to become identified by means of either a collar



and tag (10% of cats) or micro-chipping (70% of cats).
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The cost of the latter option

is estimated to be around $20 in 2008/09 (see Table A2.10). Table A2.8, and A2.9
show the number of cats needing to be identified for concession card holders and
non-holders of concession cards, respectively - under Sub-option B1.

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A2.6 Costing of Option C (power to seize cats found wandering at
large within a 1km radius of a residential area)

Under the ‘base case’ councils have the power to seize cats wandering at large greater
than a one km radius of a residential area. Option C would provide councils with the
authority to seize any cats found wandering at large even within the one km radius.
This would affect an unknown percentage of the total SA cat population. Owners that
would wish to claim a seized cat would have to either pay:

* an impounding fee (determined by the cost of collecting the animal) plus
* adaily holding fee (determined by the cost of holding the animal per day)
or
* an impounding fee (determined by the cost of collecting the animal) plus
* adaily holding fee (determined by the cost of holding the animal per day) plus
* aidentification fee (if the animal has no identification)

Moreover, all the collection/holding/identification costs would be recovered fully
from owners and would only be incurred by owners on a voluntary basis to begin
with. In each of the two aforementioned cases, the cost to owners could be avoided
by either keeping the cat confined indoors (which would be a zero incremental cost)
or by confining cats to enclosures (e.g. cat runs) which are of potentially high cost. It
is quite likely that owners would choose the ‘zero’ cost option of confinement.

The only main incremental costs of Option C would be the cost of euthanasing any
cats seized within one km of a residential area that would not reclaimed/re-homed. In
2006/07, 63% of cats received by RSPCA shelters in South Australia were not
suitable for re-homing and were unclaimed resulting in euthanasia.'® However, as
the number of cats likely to be seized cannot be estimated, this cost is unquantifiable.

A2.7 Costing of Option D (power to impose night curfews on cats)

The cost of option D which would be to impose a night time curfew on cats would
result in the need to impose penalties for offending owners who allow their cats out
beyond the curfew time. Registration and/or micro-chipping costs would need to be
incurred by owners in order to allow for the identification of cats found wandering at
large outside the curfew time and allow for the feasible enforcement/functionality of
this option. Owners would naturally choose the cheapest of registration or micro-
chipping costs and indeed for all except for one council in South Australia there is a
50% rebate to the cost of registration that is already provided if dogs are micro-
chipped. Registration costs (as discussed under Option B) range approximately up to
between $6.86m and $13.94m over 15 years in 2008/09 dollars for concession card
holders and approximately up to between $47m and $103.12m for non-holders of
concession cards.

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A2.8 Costing of Option G (appointing cat management officers)

Based on the salary of a full time dog management officer of $52,000 per annum + on
costs of $48,000 (i.e. vehicle, computer use, uniforms, leave, superannuation,
accommodation etc), it is estimated that one additional full time cat management
officer would cost a council $100,000 per annum. Furthermore, this estimate would
have to be incremented by 4.33% per annum as the average annual increase in weekly
earnings between 1995/96 to 2005/06 was 4.33%'®' (see Table A2.39). In a practical
sense the role of cat management would typically go to an existing dog management
officer. If it assumed that 27 councils would have to employ one additional officer
(part-time or 25% of an annual salary) as a result of Option G, then the additional cost
as compared to the ‘base case’ would be equal to $10.8m in 2008/09 dollars over 15
years (see Table A2.39).
